3. Submission of passport to UniKL International Office (UIO)

4. Welcoming Session at UIO

5. Registration and Classes at UniKL Campus

6. Payment of International Exchange Student Processing Fee
(RM170 cash) at the Campus

Reminder!

e Itis compulsory for all international students to
undergo the Post-Arrival Medical Screening within 7
days of arrival in Malaysia.

e The medical screening must be done at the EMGS
appointed panel clinic.

e Immigration Department of Malaysia will only

Post-Arrival Medical endorse your Student Pass (visa) once you have
passed the Post-Arrival Medical Screening.

e Please ensure that you are free from any drugs
substance at least 4 months prior to arrival in
Malaysia. If you fail the Post-Arrival Medical
Screening, your student pass application will be
rejected, and you are required to return to your
home country.
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Student Pass
Endorsement

Upon immigration clearance in Malaysia, you will be
issued with a Special Pass (SP). The SP is not a
Student Pass and is only valid for 30 days from the
date of entry to Malaysia. You are not allowed to
travel to another country or East Malaysia with the
SP and prior to endorsement of your Student Pass.
You can only travel once your Student Pass has been
endorsed by the Immigration Department of
Malaysia.

Student is required to submit his/ her passport to
UIO for the Student Pass endorsement after you
have completed the Post-Arrival Medical Screening.
The endorsement process will take at least 3 weeks
and your passport will be submitted to the
Immigration Department of Malaysia.

Please do not make any travelling plan to another
country until your passport is returned by the
Immigration Department of Malaysia.
